3. Turn the handle bars fully from side to
side to make sure that nothing restricts the
movement, and that the throttle cable and
wire harness runs in smooth bends.

Close the rebound and compression
adjusters.

Repeatedly compress the front fork as much
as possible to bleed the air out. Ensure there
is damping on the full stroke.
